ABOUT THE PROGRAMME

Proper understanding of the legal environment in which an organisation is functioning is sine qua non for its success. In case of housing, this aspect has added importance as there are number of laws enacted by Union and the State which, directly or indirectly, affect this activity. The existing legal framework is considered to be not conducive to the growth of housing and needs review and radical changes.
 Several initiatives have been taken in the recent past to liberalise the legal and regulatory regime to give a boost to housing. For instance, Urban Land (Ceiling and Regulation) Act, 1976 was repealed. Rent Control Legislations have been amended. NHB Act was amended and Securitisation and Reconstruction of Financial Assets and Enforcement of Security Interest Act, 2002 was enacted to deal with the problem of recovery of overdues. 

It is the endeavour of NHB to disseminate the understanding and knowledge pertaining to legal framework in housing and discuss the issues faced in the sector by the Primary Lending Institutions so that necessary policy initiatives can be taken to overcome the same.
The Objective 
The objective of the programme is to familiarize the participants with the various legal issues facing the sector, knowledge about the documentation, various specific legislative provisions, enforcement of security interest, legal aspects of mortgage backed securitization as well as general housing related laws and fiscal provisions.  Housing & Legal Environment, Documentation in Housing Finance, Title Investigation, Important provisions of Stamp Act, Registration Act and Limitation Act, Overview of SARFAESI Act and Enforcement of Security Interest under it, Legal aspects of Mortgage Securitisation, Housing and fiscal concessions and Frauds in Housing Finance will be discussed during the course of the programme.
